Guidelines, rules and relevant information for
participating students, parents and teachers.

General information

The Young Talent Showcase will be held as part of the 2008 Fleurieu Folk
Festival in the picturesque township of Willunga. The festival commences
Friday 24" to Sunday 26" October. The Talent Showcase will be held on
Saturday 25" October from 1pm-2.30pm for 8-12 year olds and Sunday 26"
October from 1pm-2.30pm for 13-17 year olds.

Whilst we wish to encourage and nurture our young Folk musicians, we need to
limit the number of participants to 12 entrants in each age group. We would
therefore encourage early application, so why not view our official website
http://www.fleurieufolkfestival.com.au and download the Young Talent
Showcase Entry Form.

Rules
1 Performances must be in the Folk music genre.
2 All entrants to be aged: Primary School students 8-12 years or
High School students 13-17 years.
All entries to be made on the official entry form only.
Each act must be solo, i.e. by yourself.
All entrants who don’t play a musical instrument are allowed one
instrumental accompanist (no vocal) to assist them during their
performance.
6 One item only per entrant.
7 The total performance time for each act to be no longer than 5
minutes - this includes any setting up time.
8 Each act will have the use of two microphones, one for vocal and one for
an instrument if required.
9 All entrants need to be in close proximity to the stage area in
readiness to perform no less than 15 minutes before their time slot.
10 It is the entrant’s responsibility to arrive and be on time.
